CONSIDERATION OF AGREEMENT WITH DNR FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 1985 STATE MATCHING 
FUNDS PROGRAM 

Mr. Moyer stated that the purpose of this agenda item is to seek 

the Board's approval for President Scuderi to sign Attachment "A", which is 

required to amend the funding portion of the Agreement with DNR for the 

Fiscal Year 1985 State Matching Funds Program. In review, Mr. 

explained that the District entered into an agreement with DNR last year, 

which in part, provided that in each subsequent year, the Agreement may be 

mod i fi ed to i ncorpora te the fundi ng requests for the comi ng Fi sea 1 Year. 

The Contract Addendum incorporates the District's 1985 work program, in the 

amount of $26,420 . 00. The District has been notified that it will be 

receiving approximately $4,400 from the State, which is approximately 17% 

of the District's Budget. He further explained, that as a part of the 

State's permitting requirements, the District must report their water 

management act; vi ties to the Sta te; thus, he bel; eves that for the very 

little extra reporting that must be done, this program is very beneficial.
